How to Register:
Children are admitted to YMCA Land of Wonder Preschool on a first-come, first-serve basis. The program is open to
preschool children ages two until kindergarten. To register a child for YMCA Land of Wonder Preschool, parents/
guardians must first pick up and complete a preschool registration packet and return to the YMCA Essig
Youth Center Front Desk no later than the Wednesday before the first week you are registering your child.

*A copy of child’s physical examination and immunization certification form dated within the last 12 months and signed
by a physician.

*Child’s birth certificate must be viewed by a Y staff (prior to the start date) to verify child’s identity.
