Childcare Director, Jamie
Stump and School Age Childcare
Coordinator, Sheena Shelton, are also
here to ensure that the safety and well
being of each child is met.

Bus will pick up children from Snow Creek
at dismissal and transported to Sontag for
after school care. (Pick-up is at the Rocky
Mount YMCA.) All children must be picked-
up at their designated SAFE location
(school or Y) by 6:00 PM.

WHEN SCHOOL IS OUT… THE Y IS IN! REGISTER FOR FUN CLUB TODAY!
